Herewith we are sharing the latest updates regarding the
final exams that will take place on June 7

» Exams are central for all grades , except for grade one
and two which are prepared by the teacher and are part of
the continuous assessment system, and will end on
6/6/2023.

» Exams for grade 3&4 are remaining paper based only as
usual.

From Grade 5 through 12 there two types of exams are
applied electronic and paper for the following subjects:

v English, mathematics and science for grades 5 to 8

v Arabic, English, Mathematics, Science and Physics from
9to11

v’ Arabic language, mathematics and physics for 11graders.

v English language (reading - writing) for grade 12 are
applied electronically only.

Time distribution of the two exams’ types:
Paper part (one hour)-Electronic part (one and a half hours)

School day on 6/6 /2023 will end at 12 pm to give time for
the school to undertake preparations.

v Group B exams will take place from 22nd to 26th May.

v' Central ministry exams are applied from 7 to 16 June 2023

v Make up exams are applied from 19 to 23 June 2023,
targeting students who are absent with an acceptable
excuse from the or students who encountered technical
problems while taking the exam.

v Reset examinations are applied from 6 to 12 July 2023.

e The last school day for KG1 students is 29/5/2023

e The graduation ceremony of KG2 will be held on
Tuesday, 30/5/2023, and the students will attend to school
as usual, while adhering to the school uniform.

e 13 June is the last examination day for grade 3&4

e 15 June is the last examination day from grade 5 to 8

e 16 June is the last examination day from grade 9 to 12
